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MSME body seeks Govt aid to control

Associations representing mi-
cro, small and medium enter-
prises (MSMEs) continue to
seek government intervention
to control the irrational in-
crease in the price of the raw
materials such as iron, steel
and non-ferrous materials as
survival is under severe threat
for thousands of engineering
SMEs, which are already reeling
under the impact of
coronavirus.

MSME associations point out
that all steel producers have
been jointly increasing the

prices without any rationale.
“We request the government’s
immediate intervention to con-
trol the prices through Joint
Plant Committee (JPC). Altern-
atively, a regulatory commis-
sion could be formed to protect
both consumers and produ-
cers,” said A Shanmuga Velay-
uthan, Chairperson-MSME
Committee, Divine Bharat
Chamber of Commerce.
Earlier, prices were con-

trolled by the JPC and raw ma-
terial prices were increased
once or twice a year. “Of course,
the quota system was also
there,” he added.

Steel variants

Primary producers of steel in-
cluding PSU major SAIL (Steel
Authority of India Ltd) have all
increased the prices of HR
sheet, CR sheet, MS angle, MS
Channel and pig iron among
others. “Prices of these materi-
als have gone up in the range of
46-73 per cent in the past one
year,” he said.

Also, the non-ferrous materi-
als such as copper, aluminium,
zinc and tin have been in-
creased in the range of 51-107
per cent between May 2020 and
May 2021. Indian producers of
copper and zinc sell their raw
materials based on the LME

CO2 emissions to
rise by 5 b tonnes
in next 2 decades,
warns report

A new report by the Interna-
tional Energy Agency, carried
out in collaboration with the
World Bank and the World
Economic Forum, has found
that the annual clean energy
investment in the developing
economies needs to increase
by more than seven times -
from less than $150 billion
last year to over $1 trillion by
2030 to put the world on
track to reach net-zero emis-
sions by 2050.

According to the report,
‘Financing Clean Energy Trans-
itions in Emerging and Devel-
oping Economies’, unless
much stronger action is

taken, energy-related carbon
dioxide emissions from these
nations - which are located
mostly in Asia, Africa and
Latin America - are set to
grow by five billion tonnes
over the next two decades.

Lack of funds

“In many emerging and de-
veloping economies, emis-
sions are heading up while
clean energy investments are
faltering, creating a danger-
ous fault line in the global ef-
forts to reach climate and sus-
tainable energy goals,” said
Fatih Birol, Executive Dir-

ector, [EA. “Many do not have
access to the funds they need
to rapidly transition to a
healthier energy futureand
the damaging effects of the
Covid-19 crisis are lasting
longer in many parts of the
developing world,” Birol said.
“Governments need to give
international public finance
institutions a strong strategic
mandate to finance clean en-
ergy transitions in the devel-
oping world.”

Avoiding a tonne of CO:
emissions in emerging and
developing economies costs
about half as much on aver-
age as in advanced econom-
ies. That is partly because de-
veloping economies can
often jump straight to
cleaner and more efficient
technologies without having
to phase out or refit polluting
energy projects that are
already under way, the report
said.

Wrigley India has stepped up its
focus on going deeper into rural
and semirural regions with
lower price variants of its

products. It is allocating more re-
sources to ramp up distribution
here. The company strategically
extended its brands, Orbit and
Doublemint to the X1 price point,
which has contributed a signific-
ant chunk to the confectionery
segment’s sales.

Kalpesh R Parmar, General
Manager, Mars Wrigley India told
BusinessLine, “Earlier, the rural
region’s contribution to our over-
all business was in low single di-
gits and now it’s increased to
more than 20 per cent. Rural de-
mand has been a key growth

driver, especially during the pan-
demic, as consumers are increas-
ingly finding comfort in trusted
packaged food brands.”

Positive outlook
Headded, “We were playing in the
1 price point for decades with
Boomer. Earlier this year, we de-
cided tolaunch Orbitand Double-
mint at that price to increase cat-
egory penetration. We believe
rural contribution will continue
to grow not only in the chewing
gums and mints but also for our
chocolate portfolio.”

The company has also rejigged
itsdistribution strategy. “We have

doubled our distribution in rural
regions through the hub-and-
spokes model.We will keep in-
creasing these over the next 6-9
months,” Parmar said.

“With good monsoon predic-
tions, low Covid cases and vaccin-
ation pace increasing, we believe
rural demand will bounce back
strongly,” Parmar said. He added
that as most of the States are now
easing restrictions on operating
hours for stores, there is optim-
ism around recovery trends. “We
will begin seeing recovery from
August-September,” he said,
adding cautiously that it all de-
pends on “how the pandemic
playsout”.

Over the past few years, the
company has been bringing its
iconic global brands such as
M&M'’sand Skittles to India. “Most
of our key global brands are now
available here. The focus is now
on getting these brands well-en-
trenched in the market, as well as
making them more relevant by
adding made-for-India variants
like we have done with the Snick-
ers cashew variant,” Parmar said.

Most of the MSME
players accept firm price con-
tracts from government de-
partmentsfundertakings and
private sector. Amid huge in-
crease/fluctuations in prices of
the raw materials in the past
one year, MSME units have not
been able to increase even on a
monthly basis. It is really chal-
lenging, particularlyin the case
of government departments
that float tenders with 180-day
validity period and placing or-
ders with the delivery schedule
of 6-12 months.

“MSME units are forced to
supply the materials at a loss
mainly for their survival. MSME
sector is squeezed between the
primary producers of raw ma-
terials and end-users,” said
Velayuthan.

Steel companies are set for an-
other bumper profit in this
quarter despite weak demand
and high raw material cost.
The second wave of the pan-
demic has hit the domestic
steel demand in the June
quarter with 22 per cent fall in
April, and further decline of
one per cent sequentially in
May.

However, compared to last
year, the demand in April and
May is up 150 per cent as 2020
saw more stringent lock-
down.

Despite weak domestic
sales, buoyant international
demand and steel prices sup-

CXOs turn to start-ups as traditional
asset classes lose sheen in pandemic

‘Funding start-ups
iS now seen as a
status symbol’

With traditional asset classes
losing sheen since the out-
break of the pandemic, the af-
fluent CXO class have been
placing their bets on innovat-
ive start-ups, investing as little
as 2.5 lakh up to X15 crore.

Before the pandemic, In-
flection Point Ventures (IPV),
an early stage angel investing
firm, had 750 investors. That
base has grown to 3,500 plus
over the last 14 months, of
which 90 per cent are CXOs
and 1,500 of them are first
time investors.

Early stage venture capital
firm 100X.VC has funded 50
start-ups to date. 50 per cent
of the 418 investors that have
directly invested into these
start-ups are CXOs. Another,
early stage venture capital
firm Venture Catalysts has
over 90 CXO investors on its
platform.

Betting big

According to Ankur Mittal, co-
founder of IPV, “The media has
glamorised start-ups with
news of unicorns, multi-bil-

lion dollar valuations and in-
vestors going home with big
returns. CXOs are reading
about it every day. However,
one of the major reasons for
the surge in CXO angels on
our platform since the pan-
demic is that they have time
to sit through our calls, ask
hard questions, evaluate and
get comfortable with our pro-
cesses and start investing in
start-ups.”

Mittal added, “We conduc-
ted classes every Saturday on
various topics on why to in-
vest in start-ups, how start-
ups are valued, legal docu-
mentation required for start-
up investments, etc. We in-
vited speakers like Ronnie
Screwvala, Kunal Shah, Rajan
Anandan, Shekhar Kapur,
among others. The response
exceeded our expectations
with 1,500 CXOs attending
these classes.”

Apoorva Ranjan Sharma,
founder of Venture Catalysts,
said that the pandemic has
led to an increase in the num-
ber of enquiries from CXOs on
its platform. “Earlier, the start-
up segment was more of a
passion-driven  investment
for CXOs, but now it is more
strategic. Start-up investment
is also seen as a status symbol,
as they get to co-invest with
some of the marquee in-
vestors in the field,” Sharma
added.

Sanjay Mehta, founder and
partner of 100X.VC said many
CXOs are now directly invest-
ing in its portfolio start-ups.”

“Start-ups have become the
most lucrative asset class over
the last five years. On an aver-
age an investor makes 20X IRR
(Internal Rate of Return).
However, there are aberra-
tions too. Several investors in
our network made 80X re-
turns on BharatPe in less than
three years. No asset class
would give you those kind of
returns,” observed Sharma.

ported the domestic steel-
makers, said ICRA. India re-
mained a net exporter of steel
with 122 per cent year-on-year
growth in April. The export
momentum continued in
May with a30 per cent month-
on-month growth.

“Domestic demand is ex-
pected to revive in June and
push up capacity utilisation
with gradual lifting of lock-
downs, ease of mobility and

improving vaccination cover-
age,” said ICRA.

Chinese impact

Jayanta Roy, Senior Vice-Pres-
ident, Corporate Sector Rat-
ings, ICRA said that the steel
prices globally has been buoy-
ant as China’s export hot-
rolled coil price shot up by 53
per cent to $1,065/tonne
between January-May before
falling to $945/tonne in the
first week of June, following
Chinese government’s clamp-
down on the financial mar-
kets to rein in the price
speculation.

With the proposed steel
production cuts in the Tang-
shan region of China and
withdrawal of export rebates
since May, market expectation
of an export duty on steel
would keep international
steel prices high.

UK regulator secures Google’s
pledge on third-party cookies

Britain’s competition regu-
lator said on Friday it had se-
cured commitments from
Google about the tech giant’s
proposal to remove third-
party cookies from its
Chrome browser.

The Competition and Mar-
kets Authority (CMA) said the
commitments were a result of
action it launched against the
US company in January fol-
lowing concerns that its pro-
posals could restrict competi-
tion in digital advertising.

Third-party cookies are
used by digital advertisers to
personalise  and  target
advertising.

Privacy & ads

Google had said its new tech-
nology - called the Privacy
Sandbox - would allow users
to receive relevant advert-
ising without being tracked
on an individual level. The
company said on Friday it had
welcomed the opportunity to
work with a regulator on its

to create targeted ads online

initiative with the aim of re-
conciling privacy and com-
petition concerns.

“Today we are offering a set
of commitments about how
we'll design and implement
the Privacy Sandbox propos-
als and treat user data in
Google’s systems in the years
ahead,” the company said in a
blog post.

It said there would be no
data advantage for Google ad-
vertising products under its
proposals, and its advertising
products or own sites would
not have preferential treat-
ment. The CMA said it would
now consult on the
commitments.
